Direct qualification 
The reigning world champions has the right (subject to the approval of his NAC) to participate in the next world 
championships in that class regardless of whether he qualifies for the national team or not. If he is not a member of the 
national team, his score will not be considered in the team results. 
 
CLASSIFICATION AND AWARDS 
Individual classification 
FAI medals and FAI diplomas will be awarded to the competitors placed first, second and third. For the Junior classification, 
FAI medals and FAI diplomas will be awarded to the competitors placed first, second and third and, for awarding the title of 
Junior World Champion, junior competitors from at least four nations must participate. 
For the female classification, FAI medals and FAI diplomas will be awarded to the competitors placed first, second and third 
and, for awarding the title of Female World Champion, female competitors from at least four nations must participate. 
Team classification 
FAI medals and FAI diplomas will be awarded to each member (including the fourth competitor as a junior, the fifth 
competitor as female and the team manager) of the teams placed first, second and third. The Team classification is based on 
the best three results of the five team members.

• Each pilot may name a designated mechanic and his name will be put in the result list as well. These 

names will be collected on the processing day. 
• To make it easier for incomplete teams (i e teams with 1 or 2 pilots) to take part these teams can now 

share mechanics. Mechanics for incomplete teams can register in a “Mechanics pool” and be used by the 
incomplete teams. Pilots in incomplete teams cannot register in the pool. The same goes for mechanics 
working for complete teams. They cannot register in the pool.  

Mechanics (of any nationality and not registered for a complete team) may write to the organiser and register 
for the mechanics pool. To be able to do this they must possess a valid Sporting License.
